Types of Propaganda

Bandwagon: Persuading people to do something by letting them know others are doing it
Loaded Words: Using words that will make people feel strongly about someone or something.
Testimonial: Using words and images of a famous person or an expert to persuade.
Transfer: Using images to bring up strong feelings or emotions in order to persuade.
Plain Folks: Trying to show that a person or product is good for ordinary people because they understand people “just like you”.
Name-Calling: Links a person, idea, or product to a negative symbol.
Fear: Plays on our deep-seated fears and warns the audience that disaster will strike if we do not follow the instructions.
