To Kill a Mockingbird Part 2 and 3 Test Review Guide

This review guide should help guide your studying. It does not tell you exactly what questions are on the test. Instead, this will give you items to study and what to expect on the test. 
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Part 2/3 Vocabulary - Know the definitions and be able to use the words in a sentence. There will be matching with definitions as well as fill-in-the-blank.

· Courtroom Vocabulary- Know the definitions and be able to match the words with the definitions.
· Be able to match characters with quotes they said. These quotes will be obvious! Know the story and what the characters have done.
· Knowledge of the story so far. Review Chapter Questions and make sure you have all of the reading done. Use the audiobook on my website for help. Questions will be in multiple formats: multiple choice, true/false, short answer.
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Know the symbolism and be able to work with a new symbol on the test.
· You will have one short essay question that will be given to you when you receive the test. You will read a selection from another book and compare it to To Kill a Mockingbird. The expectation for writing is one solid paragraph. Think about the paragraph responses from question.
